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“We believe that underlying every intuitive error of any kind is a spiritual separation from the Divine. All we need to do is re-unite ourselves with the Divine, from whom we have never been disconnected, and we heal ourselves on every level of our being.” (Federation of Spiritual Healing Licensing Boards- FSHLB)

What is a Licensed Spiritual Coach?
The main focus of this coach program is to assist alternative practitioners in recognizing their true potential as Spiritual Healers through spiritual coaching practices. This is a legally recognized Licensing established in North American by FSHLB. This License provides for a Spiritual Healer to legally practice anything they are qualified to do by training, license or certification, as long as they apply it for a Spiritual Healing purpose. This program will teach you how to use any healing technique as a Spiritual Healing tool.

Although the outcome of this program is a legally recognized License, a real value also lies in the potential for transformation of your practice from this training experience. No matter what modality you use, your practice can be shifted into a truly Spiritual Healing practice. This occurs through your own growth, insight & inner awakening, the kind of healing that can truly change the planet for the good. 

Under the FSHLB, there are numerous organizations to choose licensing through. Each organization also has some specific additional requirements which may be fulfilled directly through that licensing board. The FSHLB is the overseeing body who manages the coaching requirements for licensing. 

You may become a licensed spiritual healer by completing a Coaching Workshop, as well as pre-class modules in Professional Practices, Professional Ethics & Informed Consent. 

FSHLB Mission

The mission of Healer Coach is to teach you the basic coaching skills necessary so you may become a more effective Natural Therapies professional and satisfy all the requirements of Codex Alimentarius to continue working in the Natural Therapies profession. Coaching your clients is a process of empowering them to make their own decisions about their own life, health and happiness. Doing this does not make you a life coach; what it does, is teach you some basic coaching skills you can use in your profession.

Why become a Licensed Spiritual Coach? 

Certification in your specific modality is important, but adding an extra level of training and recognition to your list of credentials is very beneficial. A license is very different from a certification in that it is governed by a Licensing Body, in this case FSHLB and recognized as a professional license to practice your profession. If you practice a profession in which you are certified, but not licensed, it is worthwhile to become licensed in a similar field that will assist you to work in your chosen field. Some professionals choose to become licensed as Spiritual Healers and certified in their skill area to provide them with more protection, and respect within the community as a licensed professional.

Sadly, there has been a move in North America in the past years to outlaw the practice of alternative healing arts, known as Codex Alimentarius. Most natural therapies professionals do not know about this bill or do not take it seriously, believing they can continue to practice medicine, counseling and psychology without a license. This law was designed to put all alternative practitioners out of business by December 31, 2009 as well as regulate the use of nutrients and therapeutic agents such as vitamins and essential oils, requiring all substances to be managed by the medical community.

One solution is a shift in paradigm, away from how we have done business, a shift so we do not compete with pharmaceutical and chemical companies. This paradigm is focusing not upon diagnosis and cure, but rather upon stress reduction, pain management, quality of life, peak performance and detoxification. The basic coaching component of the Spiritual Coach program teaches us to shift our focus in this way. 

Becoming licensed also provides some additional benefits such as membership in an internationally recognized professional organization and the benefits that accompany that membership. Most importantly you can comfortably practice your profession with a license. Some of the areas where alternative practitioners have been charged to date include: practicing medicine without a license, practicing psychology or counseling with- out a license, and practicing fortune telling. 

I sincerely believe the scare tactics of the government and big chemical companies will ultimately be unsuccessful. The shift in consciousness is very strong towards natural healing and health, working at the level of cause, rather than symptom. But in the mean time, why not increase your skills and add the designation of Licensed Spiritual Coach to your list? 

My Personal Experience:

I was fortunate enough to have the opportunity to take my Spiritual Coach Licensing in Colorado about a year ago, and found this week-long intensive very life changing. Yes, I came away with a license, but I received so much more. I found I had a new level of confidence in my abilities in my practice, and a deeper knowing within. This experience prompted me to believe it was important to offer this opportunity to others in my community, and set out to become accredited as a facilitator of the Spiritual Coach Licensing Program. This was achieved in July of this year, and I am now excited about the plans under way to offer this service in Saskatchewan.
